Glossary of Terms: Accruals: A measure of accounts on a balance sheet that represents liabilities and non-cash-based assets used in accrual-based accounting. These
accounts include, among many others, accounts payable, accounts receivable, goodwill, future tax liability, and future interest expense. Active Share: Calculated by taking
the sum of the absolute value of the differences of the weight of each holding in the manager’s portfolio versus the weight of each holding in the benchmark index and
dividing by two. Capital Expenditure (CapEx): Consists of funds used by a company to acquire or upgrade physical assets such as property, plants, or equipment.
Depreciation: A method of allocating the cost of a tangible asset over its useful life. Businesses may depreciate long-term assets for both tax and accounting
purposes. EBITDA: Earnings before interest, taxes, depreciation, and amortization. Enterprise Value (EV): A measure of a company’s value, often used as an
alternative to straightforward market capitalization. Enterprise value is calculated as market cap plus debt, minority interest, and preferred shares minus total cash
and cash equivalents. External Financing: A measure of the amount of equity and debt issued on secondary markets over the trailing 12 months. Price-to-Earnings:
The price of a share of a stock divided by earnings per share, usually calculated using the latest year’s earnings. Price-to-Sales: The price of a share of a stock divided
by sales per share, usually calculated using the latest year’s earnings. Return on Equity: Net income as a percentage of shareholder equity. Russell 1000° Value Index
(R1000V): Measures the performance of those Russell 1000° companies with lower price-to-book ratios and lower forecasted growth values. It is not possible to invest
directly in an index. Weighted Average Market Capitalization: Calculated by adding the collective market capitalizations of member securities and dividing by the
number of securities.
